community Likewise the nobility frequently indulged in duels and violent chicanery In response the criminal courts relied on
rituals of humiliation and public displays of power to establish order although official justice was often ineffective Not until
the 1660s did the French monarchy begin to get the upper hand Through its Grand Jours d Auvergne the crown would try to
assert a monopoly over the use of violence in the region This study thus describes a significant stage in the movement toward
