Joan continues to be an active member of the SMERU boards and in her advisory role she has always stressed that SMERU
should focus on what it does best namely conducting solid research on the problems of poverty social protection and
unemployment rather than engaging in policy advocacy She worked very hard editing the institute s first international
publication Poverty and Social Protection in Indonesia which was published by the Institute of Southeast Asian Studies in
