the Confederate leadership understood the importance of the railroad and its importance to strategic operations early in the
war but were unwilling to adopt a course of action that best utilized their scarce assets Southern railroad speeds decreased
dramatically by 1863 due to the inability of Southern railroads owners to perform needed maintenance on their railroad
equipment tactical reverses on the field of battle especially the losses of both Corinth in May of 1862 and Knoxville in
September of 1863 increased the distances that re enforcements would have to travel to fight a mobile intra theater war
Union control maintenance and organization of its railway assets ensured that it would be able to move large numbers of
troops at the strategic level efficiently from early 1863 to the end of the war Based on these conclusions the Confederacy lost
the ability to shift troops on the strategic level more rapidly than the Union by 1863 This was a result of its physically
weakened railroad system and military setbacks which caused Southern railroads to move forces over longer distances A
