theatre was due only in part to the actual pro ductions far greater in importance were his vi sionary prophetic approaches to
a new theatre in which for once all components would be united under the creative artistic impulse of a single person an
approach taken for granted today Although this is frequently thought to be his major contribution there were of course many
others because of Craig s extremely fertile and inventive imagination and devotion to theatre One little known aspect of his
