losses on the Eastern Front He argues that such horrendous casualties and such an unfavorable ratio for the Red Army were
the result of the relatively low value placed on human life in both the Russian Empire and the Soviet Union and the much
more destructive nature of the Soviet totalitarian regime as compared with the Third Reich which cowed the Soviet generals
and officers into total subservience Due to the elimination of all political opposition and the total control over people s lives
soldiers and civilians could not protest against the crude tactics that resulted in such a very high rate of losses Dr Boris
