cases lower real wages for workers at the bottom of the income spectrum However high employment is also facilitated by a
system that makes work pay with earnings subsidies workplace flexibilities financial support for those who are between jobs
or unable to work and universal health and child care coverage Kenworthy suggests that these strategies though generally
