Frontier Mission A History Of Religion West Of The Southern Appalachians To 1861:
  Frontier Mission Walter Brownlow Posey,2021-10-21 Religion is viewed here as the great cultural force which
introduced and preserved civilization in the era of westward expansion from 1776 to the eve of the Civil War In this first
major study of religion in the South Mr Posey surveys the work of the seven chief denominations Methodist Baptist
Presbyterian Disciples of Christ Cumberland Presbyterian Roman Catholic and Protestant Episcopal as they developed in the
frontier region that now comprises the states of Kentucky Tennessee Alabama Mississippi Louisiana Texas Arkansas and
Missouri The great challenges faced by the churches Mr Posey believes were first the barbarism continually threatening a
people isolated in a savage wilderness and second the materialism likely to engross minds preoccupied with the hard
necessities of frontier survival Many frontiersmen who had wandered across the mountains to escape the trammels and
restrictions of an established society were distrustful of traditional religion and some forgot their inherited beliefs entirely To
overcome these attitudes demanded new approaches As organizations the churches faced great obstacles in attempting to
minister to the folk on the moving frontier One early answer was the camp meeting and many of its features an emphasis
upon fervid emotion and individualism and the active participation and use of untrained people in religious services
continued as dominant elements in frontier religion Indeed those churches flexible enough to make use of these appeals were
the most successful in spreading their beliefs But inherent in the emotion and individualism was the danger of fragmentation
a danger most tragically evident when the slavery controversy split most southern denominations from their northern
brethren In education the churches fared better even those that were at first skeptical of its benefits were by the time of the
Civil War actively engaged in its support But overall the southern churches were hampered by too little money for the
support of priests and preachers too little communication between isolated congregations and too little regard for service to
the community At the center of the churches work the care of congregations the missions to the Indians and the Negroes and
the founding of educational institutions were the frontier ministers Mr Posey pictures these men stern and hard but full of
zeal as performing a stupendous task in their efforts to build and maintain spiritual life on the southern frontier   The
Lonesome Plains Louis Fairchild,2002 Loneliness pervaded the lives of pioneers on the American plains including the empty
expanses of West Texas Most settlers lived in isolation broken only by occasional community gatherings such as funerals and
religious revivals In The Lonesome Plains Louis Fairchild mines the letters and journals of West Texas settlers as well as
contemporary fiction and poetry to record the emotions attending solitude and the ways people sought relief Hungering for
neighborliness people came together in times of misfortune sickness accident and death and at annual religious services In
fascinating detail Fairchild describes the practices that grew up around these two focal points of social life He recounts the
building of coffins and preparation of a body for burial the conflicting emotions of the pain of death and the hope of heaven
the funeral rite itself the lost and lonely graves And he tells the story of yearly outdoor revivals the choice of the meeting site



and construction of the arbor or other shelter the provision of food the music and emotionally charged services and
tangential courting and mischief Loneliness is most recognized as a feature of life in the time of the early West Texas cattle
industry a period of sprawling cattle ranches and legendary cattle drives roughly from 1867 to 1885 But Fairchild shows that
it also characterized the lives of settlers who lived in West Texas from the beginning of permanent settlement of the Texas
Panhandle around 1876 through the population shift that occured around the turn of the century as farmers and their
families supplanted ranchers and their cattle Fairchild draws on primary materials of the early residents to give voice to the
settlers themselves and skillfully weaves a moving picture of life in the open spaces of West Texas during the frontier rural
period of the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries   Religion and the Antebellum Debate Over Slavery John R.

religion in the South from 1835 to 1920 Randall M Miller s on southern Catholicism and Ralph E Luker s on the ideas of the
Episcopal theologian William Porcher DuBose Wade Clark Roof shows how the unchurched in both the South and the rest of
the nation reflect the general modernizing process and Richard L Rubenstein treats the relationship between slavery and the
Holocaust in William Styron s Sophie s Choice Clarence C Gen writes on the sectional splits in the major denominations prior
to the Civil War and in his introduction and conclusion to the collection Samuel S Hill places these ten essays clearly in the
context of our current understanding of southern religion and suggests the ways in which this work breaks new ground and
points to important new interpretations These essays reflect the central assumption that there has been a distinct South for a
long time and they also reveal and examine the genuine diversity of that region s religious his tory The book is effective and
engaging in its treatment of southern religion as an identifiable cultural entity as well as in its evocation of the rich diversity



of the parts of that entity   Bearing the Torch T.R.C. Hutton,2023-08-18 Bearing the Torch stands as a comprehensive
history of the University of Tennessee replete with anecdotes and vignettes of interest to anyone interested in UT from the
administrators and chancellors to students and alums and even to the Vols fans whose familiarity with the school comes
mainly from the sports page It is also a biography of a school whose history reflects that of its state and its nation The
institution that began as Blount College in 1794 in a frontier village called Knoxville exemplifies the relationship between
education and American history This is the first scholarly history of UT since 1984 T R C Hutton not only provides a much
needed update but also seeks to present a social history of the university fully integrating historical context and showing how
the volume s central character the university itself reflects historical themes and concerns For example Hutton shows how
the school s development was hampered in the early nineteenth century by stingy state funding a theme that also appears in
subsequent decades and Jacksonian fears that publicly funded higher education equaled elite privilege The institution nearly
disappeared as the Civil War raged in a divided region but then it flourished thanks to policies that never could have
happened without the war In the twentieth century students embraced dramatic social changes as the university wrestled
with race gender and other important issues In the Cold War era UT became a successful research institution and entered
into a deep partnership with Oak Ridge National Laboratories that persists to this day All the while UT athletics experienced
the highs of national championships and the lows of lawsuits and losing seasons UT is a university with a universe of
historical experiences The University of Tennessee s story has always been defined by inclusion and exclusion and the school
has triumphed when it practiced the former and failed when it took part in the latter Bearing the Torch traces that ongoing
process richly detailing the University s contributions to what one president Joseph Estabrook called the diffusion of
knowledge among the people   Religion in Mississippi Randy J. Sparks,2011-09-23 In the 1600s Colonial French settlers
brought Christianity into the lands that are now the state of Mississippi Throughout the period of French rule and the period
of Spanish dominion that followed Roman Catholicism remained the principal religion By the time that statehood was
achieved in 1817 Mississippi was attracting Methodists Baptists Presbyterians and other Protestant evangelical faiths at a
remarkable pace and by the twentieth century religion in Mississippi was dominantly Protestant and evangelical In this book
Randy J Sparks traces the roots of evangelical Christianity in the state and shows how the evangelicals became a force of
cultural revolution They embraced the poorer segments of society welcomed high populations of both women and African
Americans and deeply influenced ritual and belief in the state s vision of Christianity In the 1830s as the Mississippi economy
boomed so did evangelicalism As Protestant faiths became wedded to patriarchal standards slaveholding and southern
political tradition seeds were sown for the war that would erupt three decades later Until Reconstruction many Mississippi
churches comprised biracial congregations and featured women in prominent roles but as the Civil War and the racial split
cooled the evangelicals liberal fervor and drastically changed the democratic character of their religion into arch



conservatism a strong but separate black church emerged As dominance by Protestant conservatives solidified Jews Catholics
and Mormons struggled to retain their religious identities while conforming to standards set by white Protestant society As
Sparks explores the dissonance between the state s powerful evangelical voice and Mississippi s social and cultural mores he
reveals the striking irony of faith and society in conflict By the time of the civil rights movement of the 1960s religion
formerly a liberal force had become one of the leading proponents of segregation gender inequality and ethnic animosity
among whites in the Magnolia State Among blacks however the churches were bastions of racial pride and resistance to the
