into the kinds of exchange the poets envision between the living and the dead Assessing the impact on Simonidean
composition of the material fact of inscription on stone Carson suggests that a need for brevity influenced the exactitude and
clarity of Simonides style and proposes a comparison with Celan s interest in the negative design of printmaking both poets
though in different ways employ a kind of negative image making cutting away all that is superfluous This book s
