concomitant mandatory testing In the 90s virtually all subject areas including United States history geography economic and
civics developed curriculum standards many funded by the federal government Subsequently the National Council for the
Social Studies issued the Social Studies Curriculum Standards that received no federal support Accountability captured in
the No Child Left Behind Act passed by Congress has become a powerful political imperative that has a substantial and
