of the English Channel intending eventually to hunt for sunken treasure Halley was surely the 17th century s most active
promoter of science serving for years as editor for publications of the influential Royal Society He is acclaimed for
encouraging the reluctant Isaac Newton to publish his ideas about motion and gravity Altogether Halley gave the world much
