revival of interest in phenomenology also stems from the recognition that not every kind of question can be approached by
means of experimental techniques Not all questions are scientific in that sense Thus if there is to be knowledge in logic
mathematics ethics political philosophy aesthetics epistemology theory of knowledge psychology from the inside and the
study of consciousness among others another method is clearly needed Phenomenology is an attempt to rectify this Its aim is
to focus on the world as given in experience and to describe it with unprecedented care rigor subtlety and completeness This
