discussion of the Chinese belief system known as Feng Shui wind and water and tells of meeting villagers in remote areas of
Hong Kong s New Territories who assert that dragons live in the mountains and that to disturb them by cutting too sharply
into the rock surface would cause floods and landslides which in fact it does He describes the Tlingit Indians of the Pacific
Northwest who before they strip bark from the great cedar trees make elaborate apologies to spirits they believe live inside
the trees assuring the spirits that they take only what is necessary And we read of the Maya of southern Mexico who speak of
the lords of the Forest and the Animals who punish those who take more from the land or the rivers than they need These
beliefs work in part because they are based on long observation of nature but also and equally important because they are
incorporated into a larger cosmology so that people have a strong emotional investment in them And conversely Anderson
