items like baskets and pottery as well as the goods the slaves purchased He also discusses the role the slave economy played
in the larger economy of the two plantation regions not only the uses the plantersmade of slave produced materials but also
the agreements whether tacit or formalized by custom or legal recognition between planters and slaves that allowed and
encouraged a degree of economic independence on the slaves part By comparing the slave economies of two regions similar
in staple crops but dissimilar in political systems McDonald reaches conclusions about the realities of slave life and the
nature of plantation economies based on slave labor What he finds is that despite the brutalities and restrictions of bondage
many slaves were able to wrest from their masters a certain independence that mitigated to a degree the harshness of their
