shook hands making news around the world They reconciled their differences and remained friends until their deaths This
event symbolized the prevailing friendly coexistence between Poland and Germany Written by his son Stefan and drawing
from his logbooks this highly illustrated biography of Wladek Gnys is the most in depth account of the Polish hero s life It
tells Wladek s story from his childhood in rural Poland through his time flying in three Allied air forces during World War II
