7000 metre peak outweighed the perilous bivoua and torture by lightening 1983 offered a rare chance to join Indian climbers
on the front line of the Indian Pakistan border conflict across the Siachen Glacier The pleasure of solving intricate technical
problems with Stephen Venables high above the firing line was brought to an abrupt end by a dropped rucksack which
