of school is a topic for another book and luckily there are plenty I chose the title Rise Above School because that s what
children do when they opt out The school and culture like to use the term dropping out to suggest that leaving school is a
failure of the student somehow We must abandon this victim language once and for all School is not a nice place to succeed



in it is something that should be rejected tossed to history s landfill and left to die Ideally we use the term home education
instead of homeschooling because the later implies replicating school at home which isn t desirable Only school can be
school Instead we want to foster intrinsic inspired learning at home This said homeschooling is common vernacular and I use
it interchangeably in this book to mean home education The initial basis of this book was several articles and podcasts I
created at my blog site found at http www fivehundredyears org As the articles came common themes emerged and it
seemed natural to put them together under one cover As background I ve self studied education public schooling and home
