Bergerud,Stuart N. Luttich,Lodewijk Camps,2007-12-19 The George River caribou herd increased from 15 000 animals in
1958 to 700 000 in 1988 the largest herd in the world at the time The authors trace the fluctuations in this caribou
population back to the 1700s detail how the herd escaped extinction in the 1950s and consider current environmental threats
to its survival In an examination of the life history and population biology of the herd The Return of Caribou to Ungava offers
